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Alter the official porcelain kilns were built in the Ming
Dynasty, porcelain products sprouted up in various new types.
Among coloured porcelains for example, the porcelains with
green designs and five-colours during the reign of Xuande took
the mmitiative to combine the green designs beneath the glaze
with the Hfve.coloured paintings on the glaze; the "Dou
Coloured” ware (with juxtaposed colours) during the reign of
Chenghua set an example of the time with its exquisite
manufacture skills and elegant decoration; products such as tri-
plain-coloured glazed pottery were formulated as of the middle of
the Ming Dynasty. With the full-length restoration of official
kilns after the reign of Kangxi of the Qing Dynasty, the enamel
colour was brought in on the decoration of porcelains, which
then became very famous and precious utensils used by the
imperial family.

The mock enamel ware with a copper liner is characteristic of
its paintings that cover it all round. Its blank was first made by
burning 1in high temperature and then was transported to the
imperial court in Beijing for colour painting and colour burning.
The enamel coloured ware during the reign of Kangxi was
among the most important achievements in the history of
Chinese ceramics.
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
