Volcanoes: We can usually predict when a
volcano will erupt. Mount Pinatubo, which
is @ volcano in the Philippines. erupted in
1991, It was the world’s largest volcanic
eruption n more than 50 years. Hundreds
of people died. but thousands were saved
because scientists had wamed them about
the eruption.

Tornadoes: Tomadoes are tunnel-shaped
storms which pass overland below a
thunderstorm.
