He opposed behaviorism, believing
instead that human behavior could
be expiained by instincts, and was
controversial for his views on eugenics
and inherited racial differences.

2. Floyd Allpor (1880 - 1978}

for his popular 1924 texibock Social
Psychology, which went through 13
editions over the ensuing 50 years.

Why studying Social psychology?

The world, unforfunately is teeming with ail different sorts of social
issues. All it takes for you to see is fo waich the evening news or skim
through the morning paper. Understanding these probiems and how a
group can influence each of the individuals in that group, is one of the first
steps toward putting an end to these problems. Some areas that social
psychology can be used to study include: prejudice, bullying, criminal
activity, community health problems, like HIV and AlDS, substance abuse
and family and domestic problems

Not ali group's influence on individual is negative. For example, some
individuals in the presence of certain people might feel more inclined to
react positively to the world around them.

Social psychology can be used to study these types of situations and
possibly be used to help create mere.

While scme social psychologists find work with 2 mastar's degree,
most opt to earn a doctorate degree.

in most cases, students who are interested in becoming a social
psychologist should start by earning an undergraduate degree in
osychology.

Some programs follow a two-step process by first awarc%mg a masters
degree in social psychology and then a doctorate, but other pregrams
may skip the terminal master’s degree and go straight to the Ph.D.

For most students, it will take at least four to five years of graduate
study in crder to earn a Ph.D. in Social Psychology.

Many social psychologists conduct research and
teach at universities or coileges, not only in departments of psychology
but also in cognitive science, business, education, political science, justice
studies, faw, health sciences and medicine.

Cthers are employed in the private seclor as consultants, researchers,
marketing directors and managers. Psychologists also work for
government and non-profit organizations, designing and evaluating
policies or programmes in areas like educaticn, conflict resolution and
environmental protection.

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How much does a social psychologist earn?

The Bureau of Labor Statistics (US) does not record salary data
specifically for social psychologists, but it does record salary data for a
number of similar professions.

Sociclogists made a median salary of $79,480 in 2010, and
psychologists made a median salary of $86,510 in that same year.

Psychologists that worked at elementary and secondary schools,
however, made $89,570 and those in scientific research and development
made a median salary of $100,790.

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Using our siereotype to size up ancther person might simply make
our life easier. They maintain a view of that world that works in favor of the
maijority. Hence, sterectype becomes an integral and important part of cur
everyday lives, in our culture and it is difficult to change.

More importantly, stereotype may aiso develop prejudice which is an
unjusiifiable negative atiitude toward an ocut-group or the members of that
out-group.

However, a person with so many stereotype might face = lot of
chalienges in communication. Eventuaily everybody will keep away from
that person. Morecver, being too conservative will blind them from sesing
their own mistakes and life will become lonely.

Our experience with members of particular social groups comes not
only from direct personal interaction but alse from art, music and media.
Not surprising, media portrayais of groups often reflect stereotypes that
are deeply ingrained in a culiure,

For examples, the elderly are depicted as frail, useless; biack-
Americans are associated with slumdog, crimes; or the differences
between Chinese, Japanese, Korean and other Asian couniries are often
being minimized or ignored. Media sterectyping sends a strongly biased
message.

For example, educated
individuals who are proud of their
gualifications may look down on
people with iess education. Or
men may think they are more

éuitabie to be politician than
women, which could result in gender discrimination and inequality.

Thus, understanding the social identity of an “in group” and
“out group” is important for aveiding extreme form of stereolype from
developing.

Evan Davis
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Professor Matthew Jackson in Stanford University wrote in his research
ariicle on social norm and laws. Social norms shape interactions but can
be in conflict with new laws, often making such laws ineffective. High law-
breaking induces less private cooperation, increasing the law-breaking
further (Acemoglu & Jackson, 2018).

For a successful change in behaviour, gradual imposition of new iaws
is recommended. An important aspect is that these new laws shouid not
be in a strong conflict with the existing norms.

An illustrative example comes from smoking regulation in the U8, which
have gradually banned smoking in public places such as restaurants,
movie theatres and bars, and then in shared and private coffices. In the
process, these regulations have changed social norms. Ancther example
is helmet reguiation when joining the traffic in Vietnam.

There is, however, a big question for social psychologists: Where is
the limitation point of Sccial Norms, and where is the limitation point for
personal identity?

Culture differs in term of particular norm they find important which
guide behavior of group members. Social psychologists have found that
there is a fundamental difference in social norm between Western cutiures
(including the United States, Canada, Westemn Europe, Australia, and
New Zealand) and East Asian culiure {including China, Japan, Taiwan,
Kareg, India, and Southeast Asia).

Norms In Western culture are primarily oriented toward individualism
which focuses heavily on self-enhancement and independence. For
example, if you ask a Westerner o describe themseives, they tend to
indicate that they like to “do their own thing” such as gardening, surfing,
etc. and base their happiness upon their personal achievement.

On the other hands, norms in the East Asian culture are mora
focused on other-concern. Hence, when asked to describe themseives,
they indicate to be particularly concerned about the interests of others,
inciuding their close friends and colieagues.

Proximity is the tendency tc become friends with people who are
geographically close. One explanation for this is the mere exposure effect
which refers to our tendency io itke nove!l stimulli more if we encounter
them repeatediy.

Research shows that romantic attraction is primarily determined by
physical atiractiveness. in the early stages of dating, we are more atiracied
to pariners whom we consider to be physically atiractive. Men are more
likely fo value physical attractiveness than are women.

The tendency to like people who have things in common or who are
similar to ourselves in characteristics such as age, race, religion, social
class, personality, education, intelligence, and atfitude.

You might wonder whether meeting and interacting with others online
can create the same sense of closeness and caring that we experience
through face-to-face encounters.

The evidence suggests that rather than being an isolating activity,
interacting with others over the Internet helps us maintain close ties with
our family and friends and in many cases helps us form intimate and
rewarding relationships.

1. Internet seems to be useful for helping pecple develop new (quality)
relationships.

2. People aiso report being better able to express their own emctions
and experiences 1o their partners oniine than in face-to-face meetings.

3. Ancther advantage of the Internet is that it allows people (o stay in
touch with friends and family who are not nearby and fo maintain betler
long-distance relationships.

However, it is up to individual to decide how much of a "virtual” world
is enough and it is important to balance between what is “virtual” and what
is real.

Attitude is tendency to respond positively or negatively towards a
ceriain idea, person or situation.

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There are many ways o change an atfitude of 2 person. One of most
powerful tools is the ari of persuasion.

It is & process to change the feeling, belief and action of 2 person
through argument, pleading or explanation. The process of persuasion can
be understood as a process of delivering message from the communicaior
to the people in order to change their aftitude.

It is based on these important faciors:

1. Source (the communicater)

2. Message (what need to persuade) _

3. Target audience {the person whe neead io be peféuad_ed)

4. Medium (the form of persuasion, for example, a speech of an expert
in a seminar might be more influentia! than an article on a magazine).

But because attitude can be changed, it also can be deceived, it
depends on how the communicator persuades the audi ience and how the
audience concsives the message.

For example, a rich and successful person does not always come with
& sult, or even he is rich does not mean he will bring a happy life for you.
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Implication
How salesmen use principies of persuasion?

Salespeople sometimes make use of the Behavior — Attitude
reiationship {o persuade others.

This technique refers o a persuasion attempt in which we first get the
farget to accept a rather minor reguest, and then we ask for a larger
request.The idea is that it will be relatively easy to get people o engage
in 2 small behavior after which their perceptions of this initial behavior will
change their aftitudes, making it more likely for them {o engage in @ more
costly behavior iater.

Freedman and Fraser (1968) asked homeowners if they would be
willing to place a small sticker in the window of their house that said "Be &
safe driver”, Many of the homeowners agreed o this smali request.

Then several weeks later, the researchers came back and asked
these same homeowners fo put a big, ugly “DRIVE CAREFULLY” sign on
their lawns. Almost 80% of the homeowners who had agreed to put the
sticker in their window later agreed o puf the sign up, in comparison o
only about 20% who agreed when they were asked about the sign without
having been asked about the sticker first.

Thinking Unboxed
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Another approach based on the attitude-follow-behavior idea which
can be used by unscrupulous salespsople, is known as the low-ball
technigue. In this case the salesperson promises the customer something
desirable, such as a low price on a car, with the intention of getting the
person to imagine themselves engaging in the desired behavior (in this
case, purchasing the car).

After the customer has committed to purchasing the car at a low price,
the salesperson then indicates that he or she cannot actually sell the car
at that price. In this case people are more likely to buy the car at the
higher price than they would have been if the car had first been offered at
the higher price.

Backing out on a commitment seems wrong and may threaten self-
esteem, even if the commitment was obtained in an unethical way.

12.1 Experiment 1: Not practicing what you preach

Il ]
i

introduction
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Richard LaPiere, a social psychologist of Stanford, wanted to study
whether people’s aftitude maiches their action. He challenged the
assumption that “a person's attitude about an attitude object {either a
persen or a thing) will influence that person's behavicr toward the object”.
The study was conducted outside the iab, where he and his Chinese
student along with his wife traveled across the United States by car
and visited 251 hoteis and restaurants. The aim of the study is to test

if verbal atlitudes are significant predictors of actua! behavior basad on
discrimination.

Thinking Unkes
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The study was conducted inte two separate phases.

in the first phase, so-called “real behavior phase”, LaPlere and his
Chinese pariners look a long trip inside the US. Both of the Chinese were
described as "personable, charming and easy tc win peopie’s admiration”.
On this 10,000 trip, they were accepted into 66 hotels, auto camps, and
tourist heme and only rejecied once. They were served nicely at 72 out
of 184 restaurants and café they have been. He did not inform the couple
about the purpose of the trip as a part of a study, so he can cbserve the
study in a natural setting. He let the Chinese couple make most of the
reservaiions and orders by themseives by making excuses to be absent
at the important moments. Little discriminated behavicrs were observed.

In the second. part of the study, named “Symbolic behavior phase’, the
researcher sent a.questionnaire i all the places they visited tc ask about
their sttitude towards Chinese cusiomers. This survey was cenducted
after 6 months in order to make the Chinese coupie’s visit less influential.
The main question was “Will vou accept members of the Chinese race
as guests in your esiablishment”. The response rate was 51%, which
mean 47 of lodging accommodations and 81 of restaurants and cafes
had answered the guestionnaires. In addition, he also sent the same
guestionnaires o other establishmenis and recelved from 32 hoteis and
96 restaurants in the same regions of the country, but not visited by the
researchers and his pariners.

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Result i
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2571 hotels and restauranis, except one, has refused o serve, were
reported to patronize during their trips. The only rejection they received was
occurring “at a rather inferior auto camp”. The owner of this camp after
seeing the occupants in LaPiere’s car said “No. | don't take laps!” Aside
from this unfortunate experience, the services from other places were quite
good, however, sometimes they were altered due to “curiosity” about the
couple. LaPiere explained that in 1930, except the Pacific Coast region,
Chicago, and New York, mest pecple in the States had litile or even no
experience exposure to Asian pecple. The table below describes the
summary of LaPiere’s ranking of the received services in the establishment.

8 months iater, the researcher received the response from both
establishments they visited and not visited. Surprisingly, 90% of the
respense was negative, which mean they would not accept Chinese
cusiomers. One ¢f the "Yes” response came from a small autc camp
where the travelers have visited because the manager siill remember “the

nice visit she had had with & Chinese gentleman and his sweet wife during

the previous summer”. ;" mEsEmmmmm—— == ’;
) Discussion
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Limitation in LaPiere’s study was a lack of validity of questionnaires in
cetermining a person's true attitude. He concluded that "it is impossible
to make direct compariscns between the reactions secured through
guestionnaires and from actual experience”.

Although he suggested that if a Chinese person acknowledges about
the findings prior to the trip, he would refuse o jcin. Nevertheless, the
Chinese travelers had enjoyed an almost discrimination-free trip and
eveniually became more comfortable about adapting new social situations.

LaPlere proposed that data might only useful in determining peopie's
symbolic attitudes. He concluded that if you want to predict a person's
behavior when facing a particular situation or another person, a verbal
reaction {0 a symbolic situation (for example, an attitude questionnaire) is
not really sufficient. He suggested that social atiitudes can only be reliably
measured by studving human behavior in actual social situations. His
study might be an example as 2 warning to other researchers.
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LaPiere's methods were criticized on the basis that a simple yes-no
answer 1o a question in a letter is not a valid measurement of a person’s
attitude in term of a particular group of peopie. Another criticism has
suggested that only 50% of the establishmenis the three travelers visited
responded to the questionnaire. The critics suggested it is possibie that
those who tocek the time to respond may have been the ones with the
strongest prejudicial attitudes against Asians. Finally, after six months, the
person provide respond to the letter may be a different person from the
one who met the travelers in persen.

There may be no real relation between attitude and behavior due
to 3 reasons; people have many attitudes, but only some of them turn
into behavicr based on different situations; some aftitudes are occupied
for certain situations and cannot be replaced with ancther {in working
environment, friendship, elc), people ry to avoid embarrassment and
produce new attitude.

A new word related o attitude-behavior research has crept infc the
American English vocabulary over the past 10 years or so: NIMBY, stand
for “not in my backyard”. The context in which the NIMBY concept usually
appears is when an event, a project, or an environmental change of
some sort is under consideration. Often the issue receives widespread
support, and many people agree that the proiect will serve the public
good. However, when it appears that such an undertaking may affect
them perscnally, they become emphatically opposed fo it. In other words,
“I's a great ideg, but not in my backyard!”
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12.2 Experiment 2: Kitly Genovese’s case (1964)

A horrible murder happened on March 13, 1864, had shocked the
New York City. Kitty Genovese, a young woman was murdered in front of
her home. Right after parking the car just a few feet from the apariment,
the iady was chased and stabbed fo death by a man nhamed Winston
Moseley. After one of the neighbors that witnessed the crime velling, the
man {irst left the scene then came back after about 10 minutes to finish his
victim. Thirty-eight neighbors of Kitty Genovese were reporied to observe
the crime but none all of them chose to do anything to save the poor iady.

Why could these neighbor behave as apathetic and inhuman
individuals? Two sccial psychologists, Darley and Latané, decided to find
out the reasen behind the indifferences of these neighbor. They made an
experiment that let them see through an event similar to what took place
during the murder of Kiity.

)
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The researchers recruited university students and told them that they
would be participating in a discussion about persenal problems. Each
participant was allowed to talk other participants of varying number in a
- discussion group, but they were all in separate rooms. [t was expiained
to the pariicipants that the discussion would be held over the intercom
system, rather than face-to-face, in order to aveid embarrassment by
preserving the ancnymity of the subjects. The tepic upon which the
conversations will revolve is their university lives.

Participanis were given two minutes each to speak during their iumn
while all other participants’ microphones were muted. In fact, all the voices
that the subject heard were all pre-recorded voices. The number of voices
that the subiect was ‘talking to' correiate fo the ireatment condition that
participate was in. There were five treatment conditions: from a solo,
one-on-cne conversation ic a group of six participanis. One of the pre-
recorded voices belongs 1o an epileptic student who was having seizures.
The voice would first confess to the group that he was prone {o seizures
and it could be life-threatening during its first turn. During its second turn,
the seizure will start.

"'m... I'm having & fit... L. ! think I'm... help me... {... fcan'... [... cant

breathe p-p-propetly... I'm feeling... I'm going o d-d-die ...

The subject could only hear the victim’s voice but could not see the
real participant who was having the seizures. The actual response that the
experimeniers will be measuring during this event was the time it would
take for the subject to stand up, leave the room, look for the experimeniers
and ask for help.
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Cnly one-third of the subjects tried {o seek help. This means that
most of the subjects didn't bother to ook for the experimenters to help
the suffering participant. Most of them were obviously anxicus, but the
reaction was not there.

However, the significant finding of this experiment fies on the resulis
of the first treatment condition. In a one-on-one conversation, 85% of the
subjects actuaily asked for help. This means that if the subjects think that
they are the only one who knows about the incident, there is a higher
probabiiity that they will ask for help. On the contrary, the bigger groups
displayed fewer reactions to the incident.

The significantly higher percentage of subjects who asked for help
in the first treatment condition entails that peopie react more if there
is less number of peopie around-an emergency or an event. Besides,
the significantly lower percentage of subjects who helped in the other
treatment conditions entails that individuais are less likely to help in an
emergency when there is the presence of other people.

Two reasons were offered to explain the bystander apathy effect. First
is diffusion of respensibility. This occurs when other people think that
ancther person will intervene and as a resuli, they feel iess responsible.
The seccnd explanation is pluralistic ignorance. This refers to the mentality
that since everyone else is not reacting to the emergency; my personal
help is not needed. Seeing the inaction of cthers will lead to the thought
that the emergency is not that serious as compared ic perception when
he is alone. L ' :
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12.3 Experiment 3: Stanford prison experiment

On August 17, 1871, a ieam of researchers led by psychoiogy
professor Philip Zimbarde conducted an experiment in the basement of
the Psychology Depariment at Stanford University. The main purpose
of the experiment was fo find out whether the brutality reported among
guards in American prisens was due to the sadistic personalities of the
guards or had more fo do with the prison environment, and whether the
participants wouid conform fo the norms established for their given roles.

The participants played their roles well beyond Zimbardo's
expectations, as the guards became progressively more authoritarian and
started io apply some psychological gabuse to the prisoners, while many of
the prisoners passively accepted abuse and, as the request of the guards,
readily harassed other prisoners who in order to prevent it.

This experiment was one of the most famous coniroversial fopics in
the psychology history.
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24 male coilege students {chosen from 75 voiunteers) were selected
and paid $15 per day to take part in the experiment. They were deemed
to be the most psychologically stable and healthy. These participants
were mostly middie class, exclude those with criminal backgrounds,
psychological impairments, or medical problems.

Pariicipants then were randomly assigned to play the role of "prisoner”
or "guard". Those assigned to play the role of the guard were given a
Khaki uniform, together with whistles, handecuffs, and dark glasses, to
make eye contact with prisoners; those assigned io play the prisoner
role were arrested from home without any warning by the Palo Alto police
department. ' -

They then went through a procedure fike a real criminal; fingerprinted,
photographed and booked; after that they were blinded and transported
fo the basement of the Stanferd psychelogy department, which had been
converted into a real prison. At the arrival, they stripped naked, deloused,
nad all their personal possessions removed and locked away, and were
given prison clothes and bedding; with a chain around one ankle. Zimbardo
observed the behavior of the prisoners and guards (as a researcher), and
also acted as 2 prison warden.

The guards worked in sets of 3 (being replaced after an 8-hour shift),
and the prisoners were housed 3 to & room. There was also a solitary
confinement cell for prisoners who 'misbehaved’. The prison simulation
was kept as “real life” as possible.
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Both guards and prisoners were settling inio their new roles, with
the guards adopting theirs quickly and easily. Some guards began
to harass prisoners. They behaved in a brutal and sadistic manner,
apparently enjoying it. Other guards jcined in, and other prisoners were
also formented. The prisoners were taunted with insults and petty orders,
they were given pointless and boring tasks to accomplish, and they were
generaily dehumanized.

The prisoners got adopted to their roles too. They started {aking the
prison rules very seriously, as though they were there for the prisoners’
beneiit and infringement would speli disaster for all of them. Some even
began siding with the guards against prisoners whe did not obey the rules.

 Over the next few days the relationships between the guards and
the prisoners changed, with a change in one leading to a change in the
other. As the prisoners became more dependent, the guards mocked
of them more. They looked down on the let the prisoners know it. The
more the guards’ contempt for them grew, the more prisoners became
more submissive. Eventually, the guards became more aggressive and
assertive. Their demand of cbedience from the prisoners became more
severe. The prisoners were dependent on the guards for everything so
tried to find ways to please the guards, such as telling iales on feliow
prisoners.

Oneprisonerhadicbereleased after 36 hours because ofuncontroliabie
bursts of screaming, crying and anger. His thinking became discrganized
and he appeared to be entering the early stages of a deep depression.
Within the next few days, three others also had to leave after showing
signs of emotional disorder that could have had lasting consequences.

After § days, the experiment had {o be terminated due to the objection
of a Ph.D. student after she conducted the interview with the subjects,
both roles, and saw the prisoners being abused by the guards. Out of 50
or more ouisiders who had seen our prison, she was the only one who
ever questioned ifs morality..
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People will readily conform fo the social roles they are expected
to play, especially if the roles are as strongly sterectyped as those of
the prison guards. The “priscn” environment was' an important factor in
creating the guards’ brutal behavior (none of the participants who acted
as guarcs showed sadistic tendencies before the study). Therefore, the
findings support the situaticnal explanation of behavior rather than the
dispositional one.

Zimbardo contended that it is the situations in which people find
themselves not their persona! traits- that largely determine their behavior.
He suggested that it is this tendency to yield to situationai pressures-
including conformity pressures that are responsibie for many evil
behavicrs. He recognized that some people seem able o resist even
powerful situational or conformity pressure, but most of us cannot.
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if Zimbardo was correct, then cur tendency to follow prevailing norms
and with the requirement of the roles we play in life can truly sometimes
lead good people to perform evil acts. However, in some recentresearches,
has concluded differently. One similar prison experiment was conducted
by social psychologists Reicher and Hasiam (2008). Participants again
were randomly assigned to be either guards or prisoners. The guards
were given means to enforce their authority over the priscners.

There was a different point this time: the guards could promote
prisoners tc become a guard, and there was one has selected to transform
from prisoner to guard. There was no change 3 days after thal. These
differences turned out to have significant effects on the results. Boih
guards and prisoners did not passively accept their roles. The guards
actually refected their power over the prisoners while the prisoners
identified closely with one ancther and actually took action to gain equal
poOwWer.

They succeeded, for a time and the prison adopted a democratic
structure in which guards and prisoners had relatively equal rights. When
this new structure seemed to fail, however, both groups moved foward
acceptance of & rigidly authoritarian approach in which the prisoners
surrendered aimost totally and no longer offered any resistance o their
inequality.

These findings lead to an impertant conclusion: social norms and
the social structure from which they arise do not necessarily produce
zcceptant of inegualities. On the contrary, whether individuals go along
with roles that impose inequality depends on the extent tc which the
people involved identify with these roles, if their identification is low, they
may resist and seek social change rather than simply resign themselves
to their unforiunate fate.
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12.4 Experiment 4: Asch’s experiment
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A Kid with his family struggling financially might feel compelled to act
like he is well provided in front of his richer friends; a student will change
his answers on a test if cther students around him have a different but
unified answer. It is apparent that our behaviors, beliefs and judgments
are influenced by other pecple. A pionesr in social psychology — Solomon
Asch demenstrated through his series of researches how people easily
conform to an idea that is shared in uniform among others in a group.

The resuits of his various experiments were published in 1855, now
coilectively calied the Asch Paradigm, have a lasting impact on the field
of Social Psychology.
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In the first experiment (1951), Asch recruited 50 male university
students to participate in a “line judgment task”. For each frial, participant
was put inside a room with 7 other people and they were presented with
images of 3 parailel vertical lines (A, B, C) and 1 target line.

The task for each person is to state out loud which of the line A, Bor C
had the same length as the target line. The interesting partis thatcfthe 8
people in the roeom, 7 are confederates of the experimenter and they had
agreed on an answer before each trial. '

The real participant was made to be the last one o answer and that
one unfortunate person had no ides that they were on their own. Keep in
mind that the correct answer was always very cbvious.

The confederates gave a wrong answer to the task in only 12 out of
18 trials and the other 6 they gave the correct ones. The resuils were
surprising to say the least. Five percent of the participants always followed
the cbviously wrong answer of the confederates, and overall, 75 percent
of participants conformed to the wrong answer on at least cne trial. Only
25 percent of participants remained firm across alf 18 triais.

Adding on 1o this result, Asch conducted a separate controf experiment
with only real participants, and less than 1 percent gave a wrong answer

{out of 37).

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Interviews conducted after the experiment revealed fhat most
‘participants did not actually believe in the answer that they conformed
to, but went with it anyway for fear of being seen as “odd” by the group
(although some did genuinely believe in the group’s answer). i made 2
salient point of how easily people conform either just to fit in with the
group, or they believe that the group knows betler than they do.
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12.85 Experiment 5: Milgram’s experiment
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in 1961, Stanley Milgram — a psychologist from the famed Yale
University conducted an experiment on the psychology of obedience that
was hugely controversial in terms of ethics. it was shortly after a prominent
figure of the Nazi party was tried before court for his involvement in the
Holocaust, a genccide in which more than 8 millions Jewish pecple were
systematically killed.

Milgram was puzzied by whether or not the millions people of the Nazi
party were all capable of such heinous act or were they just following the
ili will of the few leaders of the party. He wanted to see just how far people
wouid go (o cbey orders, even if it means harming another person.
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in his experiment, Milgram recruited 40 male participants aged between
20 and 50 under the pretense of a “learning” experiment. All participanis
were seemingly normal people, some jobless, some professionals and
they were paid 4.5USD to participate.

I

At the beginning of the experiment, they were introduced to another
participant who was actually a confederate of the experimenter. They drew
straws to determine their roles in the experiment — leamner or teacher — even
though this was fixed for the participant to always be the “teacher’, and an
actor was hired to dress in a lab coat pretending o be the experimenter.

The “learner” was strapped into a chair with electrodes on his bodies,
and he was given a list of word pairs to learn. The “teacher” was in a
different room with an electric shock generator, and his he was given
instruction to adminisier an electric shock whenever the “leaner” fail to
recail the correct pairing words.

There were 30 swiiches on the generator labeled with increasing
levels of electric shock going from 15 volts (slight shock) to 450 (danger).
Whenever the “teacher” refused to administer punishment, the fake
experimenter was instructed to give a series of orders: please continue,
the experiment requires you to continue, it is absolutely essential thal you
contmue you have no other choice but o continue.

it turned out that two-thirds of the participants obeyed the instructions

tg the end and administered the 450 volis shock tevel, while 10C percent

of them continued to at least 300 voits. If these numbers were not scary

eﬂough to you, during various stages of the experiment, the “learner” was

instructed to give fake cuss of how much they were suffering from the

shocks by audibly moaning. In some cases, the “leacher” was made {0
helieve that the “learner” had a heart condition as well,

Although criticized as unethical due io the psychological stress that it
could have put on the participants due to the actions they were required to
do, Milgram’s experiment really did show how people tend 1o obey people
who are perceived to be of higher authority.
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12.8 Experiment 8: Cegnitive Dissonance

Thinking back on your life up until now, had there been a time when
you were forced tc do, say or believe something that you do not want
t0 or even oppose t0? Such instances are not rare and for that, social
psychologists have faken it on themselves to understand how being in
such situation can affect our psychology. in 1957, the psychoiogists Leon
Festinger and James Carlsmith wrote that, humans when being forced
to comply with contradictory beliefs, actions, will experience mental
stress and discomfort. Therefore, they suggested that such mental stress
{dissonance) must be resoived or reduced, because that's what humans
do, we strive for consistency between and within cur beliefs and actions.

Thus, the Cognitive Dissonance theory was born. In 1959, the duo
set out fo find empirical evidence for their theory through a series of
experiments and since then, the notion of Cognitive Dissonance has been
universally accepted.
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in one of their experiments, they recruited 71 Male students from
Stanford University as pariicipants; they were fold that the experiment was
about “Measures of Performance”. They were then required to perform a
series of incredibly boring and monctonous tasks. For example, one of the
tasks asked the participants 1o turn square pegs clockwise on a peg board
for half an hour and then do it all over again, just in the opposite direction).

Group A of participants served as the confrol, and when interviewed
later, they gave really low rating of enjoyment for the task. Group B was
further divided into 2 groups, one group was given 1 USD fo lie fo the
next participant {a confederate} that the task was really enjoyable and the
other group was given 20 USD io de so.

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Enterestihgiy, the interviews after the experiment showed that among
the paid participanis, those who got paid 1USD to lie rated the task 2 1.35
 enjoyment score on a scale from -5 {being least enjoyabie) to +5 (being
really enjoyabie).

However, those in the control group and those who got paid 20USD
rated the task with a negative score of -C.45 and 0.05 respectively.
Festinger and Carismith believed that the 1USD group must have
experienced cognitive dissonance, because being paid only 1USD was
not sufficient fo rationalize lying about the tedious and boring nature of
the task. On the other hand, if they were paid 20USD, they could have
rationalized lying by the amount of money they gel.

Therefore, the participants in 1USD greup fried to resoclve that
dissonance by convincing themseives that the lask was aciually fun and
enjoyable, much more so than they were perceived by the other 2 groups.
ltis raetheriniriguing how we can “decelve” ourseives intc comfort, isnt i?
